Dear Parent/Guardian:

Our records indicate that a first letter of truancy was previously mailed to you.  This first letter informed you that your child has been legally classified as a truant per California Education Code 48260 (please refer to your first letter).  Your child has once again been identified as truant.  Your child has been absent from school or tardy thirty minutes or more to class without valid * excuse on more than four days.  California Education Code 48261 states: “Any pupil who has once been reported as a truant and who is again absent from school without valid excuse one or more days or tardy on one or more days, shall again be reported as a truant to the attendance supervisor or the superintendent of the district.”  If you believe an error has been made, please contact the school immediately.
Other pertinent sections in the California Education Code are:

· Section 48200 which places the responsibility of the children’s regular attendance upon the parents;

· Section 48292 which provides for a criminal complaint against the parents for failure to send their children to school regularly; and

· Section 48292 which stipulates that parents who fail to require regular school attendance of their children, if found guilty to prosecution and a possible fine.

Additionally:

· Parents who fail to require the regular attendance of their children are subject to sanctions by the Department of Social Services.
· Per California Vehicle Code 13202.7 a student who has been identified as truants may be subject to suspension, restriction or delay of driving privileges.

· Failure to resolve the attendance problem may result in your child’s referral to the ABC Unified School District Student Attendance Review Board.  Members of the board include personnel from the Probation Department, Child Protective Services, Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Office, Health and Counseling Services, and school administration/staff representatives.  This Board has the authority to place your child on a legally binding attendance contract.  If the terms of the contract are not met, your child’s attendance case is referred to the Los Angeles County District Attorney’s office for mediation and possible prosecution. 

The ABC Unified School District is committed to providing a quality education for your child.  In order for your child to benefit fully from their education, it is important that they attend school and arrive on time daily.  Under certain circumstances, alternative education programs are offered in the ABC Unified School District.
You have the right to meet with school officials to discuss solutions to your child’s truancy and are encouraged to do so.  Please contact the school office to schedule a meeting or if you have any questions or concerns regarding this matter.
